So, much like the owners of our Bed & Breakfasts,
summer cottages, and resorts, the Door County Humane Society works tirelessly to make sure everyone has a soft,
bed to sleep in, some quality entertainment to keep them busy, and plenty to eat and drink during their stay. Althoug
love seeing vacationers coming back year after year, our goal at DCHS is to send our cats and dogs to happy, perm
homes. Our thorough adoption process helps us place our animals with forever families based on matching the nee
our adopters with the unique needs and personalities of our dogs and cats. As our animals wait for that perfect fami
walk through our doors, DCHS does everything we can to make sure they feel comfortable, safe, and loved. Once &
animal has passed a health and temperament assessment, given shortly after their arrival, they can rest assured the
will provide for them for as long as it takes for them to find a home. Each dog or cat is blood tested (Heartworm, wh
necessary, Feline Leukemia and FIV,) spayed/neutered and fully vaccinated, including rabies, prior to becoming ava
for adoption. We care for and find homes for over 600 dogs and cats each year, including reuniting over 100 animal
with their lost owners in 2008 alone. We operate with a staff of only 12 and a volunteer group of hundreds. DCHS i
accessible 24 hours a day, 7 days a week to welcome lost and homeless pets into our doors.

While this commitment is greatly appreciated by both the animals, the staff and our Door County communit
at times it can be strenuous on our resources. With less than 5% of our funding coming from public sources, we are
constantly amazed by the outpouring of community support that enables us to carry out our valuable mission. Door
Countyds residents span the entire range of the ecol
their shared spirit of giving is universally strong. Our army of volunteers and sponsors are comprised of business ov
farmers, philanthropists, retirees, seasonal residents, community organizations, school groups, CEOs, the unemploy
and everyone in between. Whether volunteering their time to clean litter boxes or walk dogs, coming in to spend sor
special oneon-one time with the animals, or showing their support through donations of money, services, or supplies,
Door County community gives what they can.
